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Climate Change Policies of Turkiye: Historical Context and Future Outlook

In 1992, the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) was adopted
at the Earth Summit in Rio de Janeiro. UNFCCC established the framework for future international
climate agreements, with the goal of stabilizing GHG concentrations in the atmosphere to prevent
dangerous human interference with the climate system. Paris Agreement is the current iteration of
how this Convention is understood and applied. It follows a bottom-up approach, in which the
countries themselves determine their national contributions to efforts against climate change.
Turkiye, due to several outstanding issues, ratified it in 2021 and announced the 2053 Net Zero
Emissions target. After this point, national efforts against climate change gained momentum and
the Climate Law was enacted in July 2025. Climate Law introduces new instruments such as the
Emissions Trading System and the Turkish Green Taxonomy. These policies will play an
important role in shaping Tiirkiye’s approach to green transition and sustainable development in
general.
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Tiirkiye’nin Iklim Politikalari: Tarihsel Baglam ve ileriye Doniik Beklentiler

1992 yilinda, Rio de Janeiro'daki Diinya Zirvesi'nde Birlesmis Milletler Iklim Degisikligi Cerceve
Soézlesmesi (BMIDCS) kabul edildi. BMIDCS, iklim sistemine tehlikeli insan miidahalesini
onlemek icin atmosferdeki sera gazi konsantrasyonlarmi dengelemeyi amaclayan gelecek
uluslararasi iklim diizenlemeleri i¢in bir ¢er¢eve olusturdu. Paris Anlasmasi, bu S6zlesmenin ne
sekilde anlasildig1 ve uygulandiginin giincel yansimasidir. Anlagma, iilkelerin iklim degisikligiyle
miicadeleye ulusal katkilarimi kendilerinin belirledigi bir tabandan yukariya yaklasimi
izlemektedir. Tirkiye, baz1 ¢oziilmemis sorunlar nedeniyle anlasmay1 2021 yilinda onaylamig ve
2053 Net Sifir Emisyon hedefini agiklamistir. Bu noktadan sonra, iklim degisikligiyle miicadeleye
yonelik ulusal gabalar ivme kazanmis ve Temmuz 2025'te iklim Kanunu yiiriirliige girmistir. iklim
Kanunu, Emisyon Ticaret Sistemi ve Tiirkiye Yesil Taksonomisi gibi yeni araglar getirmektedir.
Bu politikalar, Tiirkiye'nin yesil doniisiim ve genel olarak siirdiiriilebilir kalkinma yaklagiminin
sekillenmesinde dnemli bir rol oynayacaktir.
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
