[bookmark: _GoBack]With the increase in human activities, environmental problems have become one of the most critical issues in the world. As one of the mitigation strategies, European countries developed the Green Deal strategy that aims to convert the European Union into a modern, resource-efficient, and competitive economy. The Green Deal is divided into eight policy areas that include the strategies of mobilizing industry for a clean and circular economy and a zero-pollution ambition for a toxic-free environment. These two strategies emphasize implementing goods and services in an economically sustainable, socially beneficial, and environmentally friendly way. One of the tools used to this end is via controlling and reducing life-cycle environmental impacts of goods and services using the eco-labeling tool. The European Commission regulates a voluntary scheme of the EU Eco-Label to distinguish environmentally friendly goods and services. In line with this implementation, the Ministry of Environment, Urbanization, and Climate Change awards the environmental label so-called “Çevre Etiketi” based on the specified criteria for a particular good or service. The purpose of this thesis is to develop the environmental label criteria for the detergents in the Turkish market based on life cycle assessment.
